L ogging into ParentLink

1. There are two waysto gain access to ParentLink.
a. Access the Central R3 website at www.centralr3.org from either the District
Main page or from the High School or Middle School Pages select the
“ParentLink Log-In" on the left hand side of the page.
b. Using the URL www.sisparentlink.com/frhs if student/s attends the HS campus
or www.sisparentlink.com/frjh if your student/s attends the M S campus.

2. Left click in the white space to the right of USERNAME.

3. Type your username ( your e-mail address).

4. Left click in the white space to the right of PASSWORD.

5. Type your password (you will see asterisks ****** jnstead of characters as you type
that are utilized for privacy). Please note that your password is 2 |etters and then 6
numbers. The letters and numbers are not case sensitive.

6. Left click the “Log-on to Parent Web Access’ button.

7. If you are successful, you should be taken to a screen that lists your student(s) and the
different areas of ParentLink.
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Navigating ParentLink

A. From the main page:
On the main page you will see alist of options for each student. To access any of the
information, left click in the corresponding link for the student you wish to view.
(Example: click on Attendance History under your student’ s name to see what days she
or he has missed). An explanation of codes used for_each option can be found under
the available information for each specific ParentL ink area found later in this
document, stating on Page 3.

B. From any information screen:
On any of the information screens (Course Schedule, Current Day Attendance, etc.) you
can easily navigate to other screens. To access more information about the student you
are currently viewing.

(S2).

4. Grades: Current Year Screen

7. GradeBook: All Assignments Screen

This section displays All Assignments: Each course is displayed vertically. The points the
student received in an individua assignment displays next to the description of the
assignment. You will have to move the screen up and down and scroll from left and
right to view all periods and assignments. (Note: depending on how the individual
teacher has set up the formulas within their gradebook some courses will show the
running average for the term or semester. These grades may change as other
assignments and tests are given and will not be finalized until the date listed in the
column is current).
